Visitors who purchase car packing
passes in advance can now opt for privilege car parking. For just £10 per car per day,
privilege car parking guarantees a space in the parking area closest to the showground, a

dedicated entrance with easier access on and off site and an event programme.

Advanced car parking is also available at the familiar price of just £6 per car per day, this
guarantees a space within a short distance of the showground and a dedicated entrance and

exit to the Fiesta site.

As well as securing a parking space closer to the Fiesta site, by booking in advance
purchasers also receive a discount of £4 on advanced car parking — on the day car parking is

charged at £10.

Muir Moffat, chairman of this year’s organising committee, said:

“Plans are progressing really well for this year’s event, with over 100 balloons and a packed
programme of entertainment the Fiesta is promising to once again be a fantastic day out for
all the family.

“This year we will be showcasing what is best about the West to a national audience and
